I cannot speak too thankfully of the kindness with which my enguiries
have been entertained, and, for the most part, answered. The replies
with which I have been favoured, amounting in number to nearly five
hundred, I shall carefully preserve, were it only for the honourable
testimony which they bear to the gentlemanly feeling, and the Christian
courtesy, which happily distinguish the clergy of our day."

HEYWOOD (1630-1702) DNB CR MI was minister at Coley Chapel, near
the village of Northowram, in the parish of Halifax, W. Yorks, 1650-62

register 1702-43; and members of the Dickenson family apparently made
occasional entries throughout the 18th century, the final entries being
for 1798, 1801, 1802 and 1824. By the last date, the MS. had presumably
come into the possession of John Ryland (1753-1825), baptist minister of
the Broadmead chapel at Bristol and president of the baptist college at
Bristol, since Thomas Slate in his "Memoirs of the Rev. 0Qliver Heywood,
B.A! (Idle: John Vint, 1827) acknowledges an obligation to "the late Rev.
Dr. Ryland" for extracts from the register. Subsequently Joshua Wilson
"became the owner, rumour says, (though I cannot see any reason for it,)
in return for a subscription to Northowram Chapel. He lent it to several
gentlemen at Halifax, who made copious notes from it, and I had the
promise of it, but as Mrs. Wilson could not find it again, I wrote (in my
anxiety for its safety) to the Rev. Professor Newth, Librarian pro tem.
for the Congregational Memorial Hall Library, to which Mr. Wilson had
offered a large contribution of books. Prof. Newth found the MS." (J.
Horsfall Turner in his edition of the register). The MS. is preceded by
the following note: "This register having come into the possession of the
late Joshua Wilson Esq. of Tunbridge Wells is presented by Mrs Wilson to
the Congregational Library Memorial Hall. The MS being in a delapidated
state & the leaves too closely written to admit of binding, the whole has
been inlaid in the present volume, by my daughter, under my direction.

JOHN GLAS (1 £35-1 TT}] DNE MI was ordained at Tealing, Forfarshire,
in 1719, At the end of 1725 "he addressed & letter to Francis Archibald,
minister of Guthrie, Forfarshire, denying the binding obligation of the
national covenants. His views in opposition to state churches and the
right of the civil authority to interfere in religious matters were em-
bodied in his '"Testimony of the King of Martyrs,' 1727, a publication
which brought him before the church courts, when he withdrew his signature
from the formula, and renounced some passages in the confession of faith."
In 1728 the synod of Angus and Means first suspended him and then deposed
him from the ministry (DNB). The dates of the events recorded in the MS.
do not obviously fit in with the dates of those events mentioned in the
DNB account.

ROBERT BRAGGE (1665-1738) MI, son of Robert Bragge (16267-1704)
CR MI, was co-pastor, 1698-, and pastor, 1714-38, of the Congregational
church in Paved Alley, Lime Street. He was the author of more than one
published work; and was called "Eternal Bragge" for preaching for four
months on Joseph's coat.

As the various annotations show, the M3. consists of 94 sermons
on the Covenant (the first 36 in summarised form only). These were
originally preached in 1707=09 and transcribed into the present wolume
in 1734-35 by Joseph Dovey. His source was a longhand copy by John May,
which had been expanded from May's own shorthand, and then corrected by
Bragge himself. In the following lists, the number and original date of
preaching of each sermon is given, followed by the page on which the
transcription begins and (where possible) the date of transcription.

Attribution of author and title depend on the following early
annotation: "though; his cueres; have been, very many; & very greate; this
Booke; is ye master,pese; of Dr Coore, for it is ye comfourth of
comfourthss". Two slips with s. xix annotations are pasted in on the
same page, the firast of which transcribes the above, making "cueres" into
"energy's" and "comfourth of comfourthas" into "comfort of the comfort-
less", a phrase which is taken to be the title of the MS. (a) in the
extract from a bookseller's catalogue also pasted into the volume, and
(b) in the Congregational Library's own catalogues. The second slip
describes the work as "An original Theological M.S5.5. by Dr Coore one of
The Writers who assisted the Bishops to Translate their Authorized Version
of King Jamess Bible".

RICHARD COORE (d. 1687) CR MI was Curate of Tong, Birstall, W.
Yorks, by 1650, ejected (?) in 1662, and licensed as an Antinomian teacher
at Tong in 1672. He was the author of "The Practical Expositor" (1683)
but Calamy's second-hand report (p. 948) "that he writes himself there
D.D." hag been found wrong (Calamy Revised, p. 135). No confirmation of
Dr Coore/Richard Coore's connection with the A.V. has been discovered.

Of those mentioned below, Mr AIGLIN is not identified. ROGER
BRERELEY (or BRIERLEY) (1.586-1637) DNB was Perpetual Curate of Grindleton
Chapel, in the parish of Mitton in Craven, Lancs. Thus his followers, who
socn came to be viewed as a party, were styled Grindletonians. DANIEL
MOHE is not identified.

An index (apparently made by Coore himself) is included at the back
of the volume, after which appear the words: "Turne to god./ for Daniell
more in Hallifax". The following titles are taken from the main text,
where possible, but supplements in () and both sequences of numbers are
from the index.

JOHN BALL (1654-1745) DNB MI was ordained in 1695, and from 1696 until
his death was minister of Honiton, Devon, where he also kept a seminary.
SAMUEL STODDON (d. 1706) MI CR was ejected from the cure of West
Buckland, Wellington, Somerset, in 1662, and in his later years lived
and preached at Sidbury, Devon, also preaching (1693-1701) at Sidmouth.
His work in both places was carried on by his son, Samuel (d. 1755) MI.
- ROWSWEL is identified in the old Congregational Library catalogue as
Samuel Rosewell (1679-1722) DNB MI, though his connections were with
London rather than Devon. A stronger candidate might be John Hosewell
(1659-1716 or later) MI who was ordained in 1690 and was assistant
pastor at George's Meeting, Colyton, Devon, 1701-; he was pastor there,
1705-, but seceded c¢. 1712 and afterwards preached in his own house at
Colyton. There was also a Robert Rowswell (d. 1701) CR MI of Wiltshire.
JOHN WALROND (1673-1755) MI was ordained in 1698 and was minister of
Ottery St Mary Congregational Church, Devon, 1698-1729; and thereafter
of Bow Meeting, Exeter. He is presumably our "Waldron" of Ottery (1699),
and may tentatively be identified with Walrond of "Seedsbury" (1697):
since although his whereabouts in 1697 are unknown, no other Walrond has
connections with Sidbury, either. - PRING is otherwise unknown.
Between the "Cattalogue" entries for John Ball 10 Apr 1700 and
30 Apr 1700 occurs the inscription: "Richaxd Northcote his Book. 1699./"

WILLIAM BEDFORD (dates unknown) MI was educated at Cambridge and converted
by the preaching of John Bunyan. He was "of Bedfordshire" in 1696, and
was congregational minister of John Street, Royston, Herts, 1700-337, but
it is "not lmown when or in what manner he quitted them". The present
volume perhaps indicates that Bedford was at Royston by 1699. JOHN HUNT
(d. 1725) CE MI was at Royston, c. 16937-, then at Castle Hill,
Northampton, Tgﬁ&-i?ﬂ?, and so on. Against the present volume seems

to show that he maintained connections with RHoyston until at least 1702.
EBENEZER CHANDLER (d. 1747) MI was dismissed from membership of the
Paedobaptist Church in London under Richard Taylor, and became pastor of
the Independent Church at Bedford as immediate successor of John Bunyan
(pastor of the 0ld Meeting there, 1671-88). The date 1671 for Chandler's
sermon is for this reason rather difficult, as well as being nearly 30
years earlier than the other dates for sermons here transcribed. JOHN
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son, Juhn h-aing born there at that time), and at Spaldwick, Hunts, c.
1709. - LONG, "Minister of ye Parish Church's in Langly & Clavering”,
and - Eﬁ.RRISUH, "of St Ives", are not further identified. FRANCIS BUGG
(1640-1724?) DNB joined the Society of Friends as a young man, but left
them in 1680 and devoted the rest of his life to writing against
quakerism. (Daniel Defoe's "The Shortest Way with the Dissenters" was
published in 1702.)

JOHN PHILPOT (1516-55) DNB, archdeacon of Winchester, attacked
the doctrine of Transubstantiatien in Convocation in 1553. He was
imprisoned in 1554, examined in Newgate Sessions House in October,
1555, and burnt at Smithfield in December. His account of his
examination was published as follows: (i) "The examination of the
constaunt martir of Christ J. Philpot" (2 parts, 8vo, [15597)); (ii)

another edition, with "constante martir"] (2 parts, 8vo, 1559); (iii)
another issue, with "constant martyr"] (STC 19892, 19893, 19893a).
Foxe published a Latin translation of the Examination abroad, and the
Examination also appears in the "Actes and Monuments". All the extant
works, including the Examination, were re-published by the Parker
Society in 1842 (ed. Robert Eden). SAMUEL LEE (1625-91) DNB CR MI
began to preach, altho not episcopally ordained, when a fellow of
Wadham College, Oxford (1648-57), and after the Restoration preached
in various London churches while a member of Owen's congregation in
Leadenhall Street. Lee's '"Contemplations on Mortality" was published
12mo in 1669 (Wing L 892). OBADIAH GREW, D.D. (1607-89) DNB CR MI was
pastor of St Michael's, Coventry, from the early 1640s until he resigned
his living on the passing of the Uniformity Act of 1662. Between the
Five Mile Act of 1666 and the indulgence of 1672 he was obliged to be
absent from Coventry. During this time the first edition of his "A
Sinner's Justification" was published (8vo, 1670). The second edition
(12mo, 1698) was published posthumously (Wing G 1966, 1967). MATTHEW
MEAD {1650‘?-1 699) DNB CR MI was morning lecturer at St Dunstan's,
Stepney, from c. 13—_. In 1656 he was admitted a member of the con-
gregational church at Stepney, whither (after various vicissitudes)

he returned as assistant pastor in 1669, becoming pastor in 1671. His
"The Vision of the Wheels" was published 4to in 1689 (Wing M 1563).

At the front of the volume is written "William Sharp, His Book:
Royston in Cambridge sheir; June: 5rﬂ[?j: 1699 Pretium: 3s: 6d:"; and
on the same leaf are family memoranda: from William's own birth in 1673
to various births and deaths contemporary (1703-10) with Sharp's use of
the book. On p. 402 is written "Januery 1: 1760 Samuel Shorp of
Royston his Boock hafort Shaire"”, followed by a list of family births
and deaths, 1726-58. The relationship between William and Samuel is
not made clear.

Congregational, was minister of Hog Hill, Cambridge, 1691-1720, and of
Petticoat Lane, London, 1720-26. His MS5. apparently stayed at or
returned to Hog Hill, and the library of John Conder, D.D. (1714-81),
o who was one of Hussey's successors at Hog Hill, 1738-54. Conder was

ADAM MARTINDALE (1623-86) DNB was a Presbyterian, ordained in 1649, and
Vicar of Rostherne, Cheshire, until his ejection in 1662, After his
ejection he taught Mathematics at Warrington and elsewhere. In 1672

he was licensed for a private house at Rostherne. He died at Leigh

and was buried at Rostherne. His "Life" goes up to 1685, and the auto-
graph MS. exhibits in ite handwriting "some traces of advancing age".
This original MS. was amongst those books and MSS. bequeathed by Thomas
Birch, D.D. (1705-66), to the British Museum, where it is catalogued as
Add. MS. 4239 Pl. cvii. A. And from it the present transcript is
endorsed as having been made, with the additional information: "Tran-
script completed, March 2 - 1832 H{_]H." Another copy "was procured
by Thomas Heywood, Esq., F.S.A., of Hope End, Ledbury, Herefordshire,
which was purchased, when his valuable collection of documents relating
to Lancashire was disposed of, for the use of the Chetham Library.

ABRAHAM CALEY (d. 1672) CR MI was ordained in 1629, and was
Rector of Compton Martin, Somerset, c. 1638, and of Rayleigh, Essex,
from 1644 until his ejectment in 1662. On a vellum slip at the front
of the MS. is written: "October ye 10th 1JR [i.e., 1685(?)] Benjamin
Caley is my name and with my pen I write this same”. And on a similar
slip at the end: "Benjamin Caley Anno Domini 1672". Then on the first
preliminary page is written, in the hand of Joshua Wilson: "1549 Sou.
November 1826 This MS. Volume I purchased November 10th 1826 at a Sale
of Books by Auction by Mr Southgate which began November 6th. Qu Was
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1n the most moderate LTeTmsS an 1Wprooaple SUPpPOS1TlON as tne name
(Benjamin Caley) written at the beginning & end was probably that of

one of the children of the writer (for whose use he mentions that he

left it) - & if so who can be mere naturally supposed to be the Father

Wilson continues: "The date of Mr Caleys death is not mentioned I have
the autograph of a person of those names January 30 1699".

27
sermons, 1654-60; said to be "Vicar of Leeds 01ld Church", as throughout
that period he was. ROBERT TODD, M.A. (15977-1664) ML CR, was Vicar of
Ledsham, Yorks, 1625-; and Rector of St John's, Leeds, from 1632 until
his ejectment in 1662, CORNELIUS TODD, M.A. (1631?-96) MI CR, was the
son of Robert. After being a private chaplain, Cornelius was Curate of
Bilborough, Yorks, for four years, and Vicar of Bolton, Yorks, from 1649
until his ejectment in 1662. In 1672 he was licensed at Leeds as a
Presbyterian. 24 sermons, 1647-61, of which only one is definitely
attributed to Cornelius and one to "Todd Senior", i.e., Robert. The
remaining 22 are mostly too early to be the work of Cornelius, and are
perhaps all by Robert. JAMES SALE (or SAILE or SALES), B.A. (16197-
151"9) MI CR, was Curate of Thornton, Bradford, before becoming Assistant
at St John's, Leeds (i.e., to Robert Todd), from 1647 until his eject-
ment in 1662, In 1662 he was licensed as a Presbyterian at Pudsey and
Leeds. According to Miall's "Congregationalism in Yorkshire" (1868),
P. 334, "Sales" was son-in-law to Elkansh Wales; but CR only mentions
his marriage to Beatrix Richardson of Bierley. 8 sermons, 1647-57.
CHRISTOPHER NESSE, B.A. (1621-1705) DNB MI CR, was Curate at South Cliff
before becoming Rector of Cottingham, 1651-55 (or later), and Lecturer
at Leeds, 1656-61. He was admitted a member of the Congregational church
at Woodkirk, 1661. He was eventually licensed as a Congregational
minister at Mainriding House, Leeds, 1672; and from 1675 exercised his
ministry in London. 5 sermons, 1658-62. DANIEL PULLEIN, M.A. (16057-7),
wags ordained and licensed to act as schoolmaster at Leeds Grammar School.
1 sermon, 1650. - LOBLEY, although not certainly identified, seems likely
to be connected with the Leeds family of that name. The present MS.
contains a funeral sermon of 1657 for John Lobley, son of James Lobley;
but another John Lobley, M.A. (d. 1694), is also said to be son of James
Lobley of Leeds, and to have been ordained in 1661, becoming Viear of
?Eggfield, 1663-81, and Vicar of Chesterfield, Derbs, 1681-94. 1 sermon,
A further 20 sermons can be associated with Yorkshire (and mostly
West Yorkshire) ministers. EDWARD PRIME (c. 1632-1708) MI CR was ordained
by presbyters, 1653, and was Assistant Minister at Sheffield, W. Yorks,
from 1656 until his ejectment in 1662. He was licensed as a Presbyterian
at Sheffield, 1672, and is said to have "kept up a constant Fortnightly
Lecture” there "from 1662 to his death". 3 sermons, 1658. WILLIAM
HAWDEN , B.A. (16167-1699) MI CR, was Vicar of Brodsworth, W. Yorks, by
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rive Fle AUL, HUU WA 1lCEnsed tnere as a rrespyterian in 1672. 1
sermon, 1649, - ROBERTS is perhaps to be identified with Samuel
Roberts (d. 1709) MI, who was at Barnsley, W. Yorks, c. 1701-08. 1
sermon, of uncertain date. JEREMIAH COLLIER, B.A., was Vicar of
Elloughton, Yorks, 1617-22. 1 sermon, of uncertain date. CHRISTOFHER
AMGILL (c.1611-7) MI CR was serving Treeton, W. Yorks, in 1646, and
wasa Rector there from 1648 until his ejectment in 1660. 1 sermon,
?1647. JOHN STOCKES is said to be "of Sandall" (W. Yorks?), but is
not further identified. 1 sermon, 1657. DAVID CLARKSON, M.A. (1622?—
1686) DNB ML CR hailed from Bradford, W. Yorks, and was a Fellow of
Clare College, Cambridge, 1645-51. Neither of his cures of souls,
1650-, was in Yorkshire. He was ejected from Mortlake, Surrey, in
1661, and licensed in 1672 for a joint Presbyterian-Congregationalist
meeting there. 5 sermons, 1648. ELKANAH WALES, M.A. (15887-1669)

MI CR was Curate of Pudsey, Calverley, W. Yorks, from 1615 until his
ejectment in 1662. He continued to be active in the area until forced
by the Five Mile Act of 1666 to retire to Newcastle-on-Tyne. For his
presence at Cornelius Todd's ordination, see the latter's confession
of faith, 1657. And, for a possible connection with James Sale, see
the note on Sale, above. 4 sermons, 1648-65. THOMAS HARDCASTLE, B.A.
{1 6377-1678) DNB MI CR, was Vicar of Bramham, W. Yorks, by 1660, and
ejected from thence in 1662(?). He next became chaplain to Lady
Barwick, of Toulston, and was in London by 1670, Bitton, Glos., 1672,
and Bristol, 1674. Much of his time after 1665 was spent in prison,
including most of 1666-67. 1 sermon, 19 January, 1667 (i.e., 1667/8,
two days before he was again arrested?). - WILSON might be identified
with Joseph Wilson, M.A. (c.1616-1679) MI CR, who was Vicar of St
Mary's, Beverley, E. Yorks, by 1644 but not by 1653. He was Vicar of
Hessle, E. Yorks, by 1655 and until his ejectment in 1660. He was
licensed as a Presbyterian at Newland, E., Yorks, 1672. 2 sermons, 1651.

There are 3 sermons which eatablish a connection between the
West Riding and the Congregational Church at Rotterdam. JOSEFH SYMONDS
(?-1652) MI was Rector of St Martin's, Ironmonger Lane, London, 1632-39.
He became Independent and went to Holland, where he was Fastor of the
Independent Church at Rotterdam. He returned to England, and by 1647
was Rector of St Mary Abchurch, London, and Fellow of Eton College.

2 sermons, 1644. ROBERT PARKE, M.A. (16007-1668) DNB MI CR, was Vicar
of Bolton, Lancs, 1625-16317, having previously been Curate there. He
went to Holland, where he was Assistant and then Pastor of the Con-
gregational Church at Rotterdam. He returned to Bolton c. 1645 as
Lecturer, and was ejected in 1662, 1 sermon, 1644 (same day as a sermon
by Symonds).

Finally there are 2 or 3 sermons which establish a connection
between the West Hiding and more northerly counties. CHRISTOPHER
JACKSON, B.A. (1630?-1689) MI CR, was born and educated at Leeds, but
after being Vicar of Dalston, Cumberland, c. 1656, was associated with
Westmorland. By 1657 he was Rector of Crosby Garrett, Westmorland,
being ejected in 1660. He was officiating at Martindale, Westmorland,
in June 1662, "when a true bill found against him at North Eastern
Assizes for refusing to read common prayer". He afterwards retired to
"a tittle Estate" at Ravenstondale, Westmorland. 1 sermon, August,
1662. It is just possible that - JACKSON (1 sermon, 1647) should be
identified with Christopher. The former is otherwise unidentifiable.
WILLIAM DURANT (16217-1681) MI CR was a Lecturer at Newcastle-on-Tyne,
Northumberland, from 1645 until his silencing in 1661, He was licensed
as a Congregationalist at Newcastle, 1672, 1 sermon, 1660 (said to be
"of Newcastle").

The following authors are not certainly identified: - WEBLEY
(8 sermons, 1650-55), RICHARD SYKES (1 sermon, 1652), - IDLE (1 sermon,
1650), - PAWSON (1 sermon, 1651), - HEERING (1 sermon, 1646). And 3
sermons are anonymous (1644, 1650 and 1651).

THOMAS MARTYN, B.A. (e¢. 1623-1677) ML CR, was ordained by presbyters at
St Andrew's, Plymouth, where he was appointed Lecturer in 1650, being
silenced in 1661, 1In 1665 he was imprisoned for 9 months on the island
of St Nicholas with his brother-in-law GEORGE HUGHES, B.D. (1604?-166T)
DNB MI CR. Martyn was licensed as Congregationalist and Presbyterian
in 13?%. See below for his association with John Hickes. His son
SAMUEL MARTYN (d. 1693) MI CR is said by Calamy to have been an
occasional preacher, silenced at Plymouth, See below for his connection
with Nathan Jacob and Nicholas Sherwill.

- CREENSWORTH is not identified. NICHOLAS SHERWILL, M.A. (d.
1696) MI CR was Chaplain of Magdalen College, Oxford, whence he was
probably ejected in 1660-61. Calamy gives him among ministers silenced
in Devon, his native county, to which he returned., In 1665-66 he was
imprisoned for 6 months at the Pelican and Fleece Tavern, Plymouth, with
Obadiah Hughes (son of George) and John Quick (for whom see below).
Sherwill was a kinsman of Samuel Martyn, according to the latter's will.
JOHN QUICK, B.A. (1636?7-1706) DNB MI CR, was ordained at Plymouth in
1659 by 6 Bachelors of Divinity, including George Hughes. He was ejected
in 1662 from the Curacy of Brixton, Plympton, Devon. He was imprisoned
for 3 months and released at the same time as Sherwill and Obadiah Hughes.
He was licensed as a Presbyterian at Plymouth in 1672, imprisoned again
in 1673, and then ministered in London before settling in Holland (ab-
ortively in 1681) and returning to London. NATHAN JACOB (1629-90) MI CR
wag Vicar of Ugborough from 1655 until his ejectment in 1662. Later in
the 1660s "He rode once a Fortnight from Ugborough to Plymouth, and
preach'd to Mr. Thomas Martyn's People, and after his Death settled in
Plymouth, and took upon him the Pastoral Care of that Congregation.™
He was licensed as & Presbyterian at Plymouth in 1672. His daughter
Susanna became the wife of Samuel Martyn.

- TITCHING is probably to be identified with one of the Tutchin
family MI CR: not Robert (d. 1671) or his third son Samuel (d. 1674),
but one of his other two sons John Tutchin, B,A. (d. 16977), or Robert
(d. 1685). And John had connections with Plymouth, where he married
Elizabeth, daughter of John Rumbelow, of Bigbury, Devon, at 5t Andrew's
in 1655. (John Hickes's daughter Elizabeth was also married to a
"fuchin".) - HEX is presumably John Hickes, B.A. (d. 1685) DNB MI CR.
He was ejected from his Curacy of Saltash, Cornwall. He was licensed in
1672 as a Presbyterian at Kingsbridge, Devon. He and Thomas Martyn then
presented to Charles II the Grateful Acknowledgement for Indulgence
signed by 72 Devon ministers. Hickes was executed at Taunton in 1685
for complicity in Monmouth's rebellion. (It is not clear what place is
meant by "Larrick". DBut N.B. that Gaspar Hickes, not apparently a
relation of John, was the ejected Viecar of Landrake, Cornwall.)

Inside the front board of the MS. is written in pencil: "Martin &
Hughes M5 These Manuscripts formerly belonged to Samuel Lavington and
were purchased of the Widow of his Successor". For Hughes, see above.
Samuel Lavington (1726-1807) was Pastor of the Congregational church at
Bideford, Devon, 1752-1807. His successor, 1807-32, was Samuel Rooker
(1768-1832), his assistant since 1795 and married to his daughter Sarah
(d. 1849), who is thus the widow in question.

At Utrecht he formed a
lasting friendship with his fellow-student, Adrian Reland, on whom see
below. Peirce was Independent minister at Green Street, Cambridge,
1701-06; Presbyterian minister at Newbury, Berks, 1706-13; one of the
ministers of James's Meeting, Exeter, 1713-; and, ejected therefrom in
1719, of Mint Meeting, Exeter, in a building specially erected for the
seceders. The correspondence which makes up the prsent volume "refers
to the questions at issue between Presbyterians & the Church of England,
more particularly as discussed in a Defence of the Doctrine and
Discipline of the Church of England by Dr William Nicholls, firat
published in Latin, for the use of foreigners, in 1708, and translated
by himself into English in 1715. To this work Pierce had replied in
1710, in a book intitled Vindicime Fratrum Dissentientium in Anglia,
adversus Gulielmum Nicheolls; of which an English Translation appeared
in 1717. Pierce preserved transcripts of the letters which he wrote
to the foreign Divines, which, in several cases, appear to have
accompanied presentation copies of his work. The counterpart of this
collection, exhibiting the Church of England side of the Controversy
exists in the Lambeth Library, MS5. 676. in a volume of Dr Nicholls's
Correspondence which was presented to the Archbishop of Canterb by
his widow." (MS. note by Jacobson.) WILLIAM NICHOLLS (1664-1712) DNB
took holy orders about 1688, and devoted much of his life to writing,
especially on liturgical matters, his chief work being the "Comment on
the Book of Common Prayer, and Administration of the Sacraments (1710,
with "Supplement" in 1711).

Peirce's foreign correspondents may be identified as follows.
SWISS: BENEDICT PICTET (1655-1724), theologian and historian, was the
author of "Theologia Christiana", "History of the 12th and 13th
Centuries", etc. JEAN FREDERIC OSTERVALD (1663-1747), theologian, was
the author of "Ethica Christiana", "Compendium Theologiae"”, etc.
GERMAN: DANIEL ERNEST JABLONSKY (1660-1741), theologian and Hebraist,
was responsible for the Latin translation of Bentley's "Boyle's
Lectures". FRENCH: CLAUDE GROSTETE (1647-1713), theologian.
DUTCH: MELCHIOR LEYDEKKER (1642-1721), Professor of Theology at
Utrecht, was the author of "Fax Veritatis". JACOBUS PERIZONIUS
(?DDHEBGEK} (1651—1?15), Professor of History and Greek at Leyden,
was the author of "Animadversiones Historicae", "Origines Aegyptiacae",
etc. JANUS LUYTS (1655-1721), Professor of Philosophy at Utrecht,
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etc. JOHANNES VAN MARCK (1656-1731), theologian, was the author of
"De Augmento Scientiae Theologiae", ete. (He is to be distinguished
from Jean de la Marck (c. 1515-1557), Bishop of Liege.) ADRIAN RELAND
(1676-1718), orientalist and theologian, was appointed Professor of
Oriental Languages and Antiquities at Utrecht in 1701, His major work
was "Palestina ex Monumentis Veteribus illustrata" (2 vols, 1714).

JOSEPH HILL (1667-1729) DNB MI was minister at the English
Presbyterian Church, Rotterdam, 1699-1718, and at the Haberdashers'
Hall, London, 1718-29. (He is to be distinguished from Joseph Hill
(1625-1707) DNB CR MI, nonconformist divine and lexicographer.)
BENJAMIN AVERY, LL.D. {or D.C.L.? DNB MI, was originally a Presbyterian
assistant minister at Bartholomew Close, London, but quitted the
ministry in 1720, in consequence of the Salters' Hall controversy on
subscription, 1719. In 1728 he edited James Peirce's posthumous
sermons and "Scripture Catechism"; he was probably the author of the
Latin inscription prepared for Peirce's tomb. JOSEFH HALLETT II
E1655-1 722) DNB MI was assistant to his father Joseph Hallet(t) I

16287-1689) DNB CR MI at James's Meeting, Exeter, where he was
afterwards assistant to George Trosse and finally (1713) pastor,
with James Peirce soon joining him as colleage. Hallett was ejected
at the same time as Peirce, and went with him to Mint Meeting. After
Hallett's death, and until Peirce's demise, Hallett's son Joseph III
(1691 2-1 ?14; DNB MI was Peirce's colleague there. JOHN EVANS, D.D.
(16807-1730), INB MI was, like Avery, a contributor to the "Bagweell"
papers, 1716-19. He was Dr Williams's assistant at Hand Alley,
Westminster, from ¢, 1705 till the latter's death in 1716, when Evans
was chosen to succeed him. MATTHEW CLARKE (1665-1726) DNB MI was the
son of Matthew Clarke (16307-17087) DNB CR MI, and was for two periods
assistant to his father at Market Harborough, Leics, before coming to
Miles Lane, London, where he was first assistant and then [1594—]
Pastor. HUMPHREY HODY, D.D. (1659-1707) DNB was admitted Pellow of
Wadham College, Oxford, in 1685, and nominated Regius Professor of
Greek in the University of Oxford in 1698. He was author of "A
History of English Councils and Convocations" (1701). "J.C." is not
identified.

According to a note at the front of the volume of letters, "The
Degcriptive Index of the Letters in this volume & the short Memoir
prefixed to them are by the Rev. William Jacobson, D.D., Regius
Professor of Divinity of Oxford, & are in his hand-writing . D.T.
[i.e., Dawson Turner|". WILLIAM JACORSON (1803-1884) DNB became Vice-
Principal of Magdalen Hall, Oxford, in 1832, Regius Professor in 1848,
and Bishop of Chester in 1865. In 1836 he married Eleanor Jane,
youngest daughter of DAWSON TURNER (1775-1858) DNB, botanist and
antiquary. Turner's library of nearly 8,000 volumes was mostly sold
by auction in 1853, and the remainder in June 1859. Both sales
included MSS.

THOMAS BELSHAM (1?50-1829) DNB MI, Unitarian theologian, was Assistant
Tutor at Daventry Academy, Northants, 17717-78; Minister of the
Independent congregation at Angel Street, Westminster, 1778-81; Pastor
and Tutor at Daventry again, 1781-89; Tutor at Hackney College, 1789~
96; Pastor at Gravel Pit, Hackney, 1794-1805; and at Essex Street,
London, 1805-29. At Hackney College Joseph Priestley (1733-1804) DNB
MI was lecturer on history and philosophy; and Gravel Fit Chapel was
taken over by Belsham on Priestley's resignation. Some of Priestley's
earliest scientific work was concerned with electricity, though after

AMBROSE BARNES (1627-1710) DNB was a merchant adventurer of

Newcastle, who became Alderman of the town in 1658 and Mayor in 1660-61.

"An ardent puritan from his youth, Barnes strove to alleviate the
sufferings of the nonconformists in the north during the reign of
Charles II, and was for some time imprisoned in Tynemoyth Castle for
holding prayer-meetings in his own house". M.R. is unidentified.

PHILIP HENRY (1631-96) DNB MI CR was engaged by John Puleston (d. 1659),
Justice of the Common Pleas, as tutor to his sons at BEmral, Flintshire,
and preacher at Worthenbury Chapel, in the parish of Bangor-is-coed,
Flintshire. In 1654 he was with the Puleston boys at Oxford; from 1655
he was constantly at Worthenbury, being ordained in 1657 as minister
thereof, becoming incumbent of Worthenbury Church (to which the Chapel

was now joined) in 1658, and reverting to being Henry Bridgeman's
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Uniformity Act whereupon he went to live at Broad Oak, Flintshire, a
property 5ettlad upon his wife. In 1665 he was treated as a layman,
and made sub-collector of tax for the township of Iscoyd. At the Five
Mile Act of 1665, although Broad Oak was just over five miles from
Worthenbury, he moved for a time to Whitchurch, Salop. In 1672 he
resumed his public ministry in his licensed house, and in 1681 was
fined for keeping conventicles. He died at Broad Oak. MATTHEW HENRY
(1662-1714) DNB MI, son of Philip, was born at Broad Oak. He attended
the Academy of Thomas Doolittle at Islington, 1680-82. On the advice
of Rowland Hunt of Boreatton, Salop, he began to study law, and was
admitted at Gray's Inn in 1685. He was ordained in 1687, and in the
same year began his ministry in Chester, where he had been invited to
settle. He left Chester in 1712 and began his ministry at Mare Street,
Hackney. He died at Nantwich. His "Exposition of the Old and New
Testament" was begun in 1704, started to be published in 1708, and was
completed after his death by 13 nonconformist divines. The following
tree shows some of the relatives and descendants of Philip and Matthew
Henry. Those who are certainly or probably mentioned in the present
MS. are indicated by capital letters. Where it is difficult to know
which bearer of a particular surname is referred to, the earliest
known appearance of that surname in the family tree is capitalised.
(For the tree, see the next page.)

JANE HUNT (d. 1716) was the eldest daughter of Sir Edward Ward
(1638-1714) DNB, Chief Baron of the Exchequer. She married Thomas Hunt
of Boreatton, Salop, and was ancestress of the Ward-Hunt family.
WILLIAM JENNINGS (d. 1767) MI CR, of Church Eaton, Staffs, signed the
Staffordshire Testimony of TE#B. JOSHUA RICHARDSON (d. 1671) MI CR was
Rector of Myddle, Salop, when ejected in 1662, after which he lived
successively at Broughton, Salop; Ditches, near Wem, Salop; and Alking-
ton, Salop, where he died. GEORGE MAIMWARING (d. 1670) MI CR was born
at Wrenbury, Cheshire, He was Rector of Malpas (Higher Portion),
Cheshire, when ejected in 1660, after which he removed to Chorlton,
Lancs. ROWLAND NEVET (a.iﬁﬁ:.-‘_tﬁ:rs) MI CR was Vicar of Oswestry, Salop,
when ejected in 1660. In 1672 he was licensed as a Congregationalist
at his house at Weston, Salop. Apart from writing the elegy on his
death, Philip Henry also preached Nevet's funeral sermon. JONATHAN
ROBERTS (d. 1654) MI was Viear of Llanfair-Dyffryn-Clwyd, Denbigh,
when ejected in 1660 (7). He was licensed at his house there in 1672.

"Cousin" ROBERT BOZIER (c.1658-1680) MI was a kinsman of Philip
Henry and died while still a student at Thomas Doolittle's Academy at
Islington. JOHN MALDEN (c.1622-1681) MI CR was Curate of Newport, Salop,
when ejected in 1662, having been one of the ministers who ordained
Philip Henry and others at Prees in 1657. Malden was licensed as a
Presbyterian at Whitchurch in 1672, and the house of J. Malden at
Nantwich, Cheshire, was licensed as a (Congregational) meeting-place.
He tock pupils, among whom was Samuel Lawrence, afterwards minister at
Nantwich; and died at Alkington, Salop. JOB ORTON (1717-83) DNB ML
was born at Shrewsbury and educated at Shrewsbury Grammar School. In
1734 he entered Doddridge's Academy at Northampton, becoming Assistant
Tutor there, 1739-41. He was minister of High Street Chapel, Shrews-
bury, 1741-66, after which he retired to Kidderminster, Wores, where
he died. He was buried in St Chad's Schurch, Shrewsbury, the Viear,
Thomas Stedman,; having been his intimate friend. Orton edited Dodd-
ridge's Hymns in 1755 and the conclusion of Doddridge's Family Expositor
in 1756. In 1766 he brought out his Memoirs of Doddridge. He also
issued an edition of the Life of Philip Henry, 1764. SAMUEL BUTLER,
D.D. (1774-1839) DNB, was Headmaster of Shrewsbury Grammar School 1798-
1836 and Bishop of Lichfield and Coventry 1836-39. ROBERT HALL (1764-
1831) DNB MI was the son of Robert Hall (1728-91), and was a Baptist
minister, but had considerable influence in Congregational circles. He
ministered at Broadmead, Bristol, 1785-90; Cambridge, 1791-1806; Harvey
Lane, Leicester, 1807-26; and Broadmead, Bristol, again, 1826-31.
SAMUEL GARBET (d. 1751 or later) DNB was educated at Christ Church,

_Oxford, and ordained Deacon in 1706. He was Curate of Great Ness,

Salop, 1706-, and of Edstaston, Salop, 1731-at least 1751; and Sec&ﬁﬁ_
Master of the Free School at Wem, Salop, 1712-42. In his retirement
he compiled the posthumously-published "Historv of Wem. and +ha

(1668-1754) DNB, antiquary, hailed from Alkerton, Oxfordshire, was
ordained Priest in 1694, and was Chaplain of Merton College, Oxford,
1693-1722, and Rector of Slapton, Northants, 1694-1754. He was also
Lord of the Manor of Keresley, Warwicks. He died at Worfield, Salop.
BENJAMIN JENKS (1646-1724) DNB was the eldest son of John Jenks, Vicar
of Baton-under-Haywood, Salop. He became Rector of Harley, and of
Kenley, both in Salop, besides being Chaplain to Francis Newport,
first Earl of Bradford. Jenks died at Harley. His celebrated
"Frayers and Offices of Devotion for Families, and for particular
Persons upon most Occasions" (London, 1697) was in its 30th edition
by 1832.

ROBERT SMITH (c.1749-1822) MI was minister at Brighouse, Yorks,
1781-82; Leek, Staffs, 1782-1807; and Nantwich, Cheshire, 1807-18.
He died at Nantwich. His election to Leek was contested in the eivil
courts by a rival claimant, George Chadwick (dates unknown) MI, but
unsuccessfully. ROBERT HARRIS, D.D. (1581-1658) DMB, was a puritan
divine who eventually became President of Trinity College, Oxford,
1648-58. His wife is unnamed in the DNB, but is said to have suffered
from religious mania. Sir RICHARD CORBETT (e.1696-1774), 4th Baronet,
of Longnor and Leighton, Salop, was M.P. for Shrewsbury 1723-27 and
1734-54. His fellow-M.P. WILLIAM KINASTON is not certainly identified.
HUGH OWEN (1761-1827) DNB was Archdeacon of Salop 1821-27, and was also
minister of the Royal Peculiar of St Mary's, Shrewsbury, 1826-27, in
succession to his friend JOHN BRICKDALE BLAKEWAY (1765-1826) DNB, who
was minister 1794-1826. Together they wrote "A History of Shresbury"
(2 vols: London, 1825). WILLIAM ORME (1787-1830) DNB MI was a
Congregational minister and author of "Memoirs of the Life, Writings,
and Religious Connections of John Owen, D.D." (1820), i.e., of JOHN
OWEN (1616-83) DNB MI CR. THOMAS STEDMAN (1747?-1825) MI was Vicar
of St Chad, Shrewsbury, 1783-1825, and was author of "Letters to and
from the Rev. Philip Doddridge, D.D." (Shrewsbury: J., and W. Eddowes,
1790). MRS KENRICK of Ruabon, Denbigh, is perhaps the widow of John
Kenrick (1753-1828), brother of Timothy Kenrick (1759-1804) DNB MI,
her maiden name being Sarah Savage, and she being the great-grand-
daughter of the original Sarah Savage. EIWARD WILLIAMS (1762-1833)
DNB, antiquary, was born at Eaton Mascoti, Salop, and after entering
holy orders was Perpetual Curate of Battlefield and Uffington, Salop,
1786-183%3, and Rector of Chelsfield, Kent, 1817-33., RICHARD ASTLEY
(d. 1855) MI, Unitarian minister, was minister at Shrewsbury, 1831-53,
and compiled a "History of the Presbyterian Meeting-House, Shrewsbury"
(London, 1847; reprinted from "The Christian Reformer" for May and
June, 1847). THOMAS VINCENT (1634-78) INB MI CR was Rector of S5t Mary
Magdalene, Milk Street, London, from 1657 until his ejectment in 1662,
He retired to Hoxton, where he preached privately, and was also
assistant at Monkwell Street and assistant to Thomas Doolittle at his
Academy in Bunhill Fields. From 1669 he preached at Hand Alley,
Bishopsgate, being licensed there as a Presbyterian in 1672. He died
at Hoxton in 1678.

Sir JOHN BICKERTON WILLIAMS (1792-1855) DNB was educated at
Salop, was articled to an attorney there in 1806, and became a member
of the Congregational Church there in 1809. He eventually rose to
become Mayor of Shrewsbury, was knighted in 1837, and retired in 1841,
He was collaterally related to the Henrys, and the majority of his
many publications are concerned with the family, e.g.; his memoirs of
Sarah Savage (1818), Mrs Hulton (1820), Philip Henry (1825) and
Matthew Henry (1828). He collected a large number of MSS. by the
H and other theologians of their school. He died at Wem, as (in
1872) did his widow, Flizabeth.

FRANCIS CRAVEN PIGOTT, M.D. (dates unknown), was "of Colchester in
Essex" when he began to write these "Extracts &Caetera" in 1767. The
anonymous compiler of the 1822-23 extracts calls him "Francis Craven
Piggott M.D. of St. Martins in the Borough of Colchester" and claims
that he "has a very faint remembrance of him, he [Pigﬂttj having died
when he [anon.] was about eight Years of Age but recollects well his
Father's relating a Circumstance of the learned Doctor" (p. 233, where
the anecdote in question follows). Although the binding of the book
has " 670", almost nothing of the contents is from that date, except
perhaps the coloured letters of the preliminary index and the theo-
logical writings on pp. 1 r. - 2 r. falmoat the only theologieal
matter in the entire volume: was it for this that T.W. Davids acquired
the MS., or for its Colchester associations?). Pigott's original
contributions to the volume include "Copy of a letter wrote by FP. to
the Reverend Dr Taylor of Isleworth in Middlesex" (in Latin; dated 6th
February, 1768) (Addenda, p. 35 v.); "A Riddle" (in English verse;
dated 1st December, 1767) (Addenda, p. 56 v.); "Humanitas" (trans-
lation of Martial, Epigrams IIT 26, into English verse; dated 10th
December, [1767)) (Article 341, p. T1); and a correction of a previous
item of news (Article 342, p. T1). Pigott's medical interests are
reflected in the liat of bocks which appears on the final endpaper.
Although Parts I and II are attributed to F.C. Pigott alone, and only
the few pages of Part III to F.C. Pigott and A. Figott, it seems likely
that A. Pigott (a brother or sister of F.C.P.?) was also involved with
some at least of part II.

The anonymous continuer of 1822-23 presumably came from a family
that was related to, or (perhaps more likely) friendly with, the
Pigotts. The author of the pencil notes on pp. i and xi is entirely
unknown, nor is their meaning at all clear.

Lady SARAH HEWLEY (1627-1710) DNB was the wife of John Hewley (knighted in
1663), who, after being Recorder of Doncaster, was M.P. for Pontefract
1658-60 and for York in 1678, 1679 and 1681, He kept a Presbyterian
chaplain, who gathered a public congregation in York. In 1705 Dame Hewley
conveyed to trustees & landed estate, of which the income was, after her
death, to be devoted to benevolent objects. Though the trusts were all
presbyterian, grants were made to ministers of the "“three denominations™.
By the end of the 18th century all the trustees and a majority of the
Presbyterian recipients were Unitarian. After protracted disputes (1824
onwards) a judgement of the House of Lords was passed in 1842, by which
three congregationalists, three orthodox presbyterians, and one baptist
were appointed trustees.

The papers relating to Lady Hewley's Trust which constitute the
present MS. are all evidently connected with Joshua Wilson. According to
Robert Halley ("The Congregationalist", Vol. IV (1875), p. 97), "The
lawyers en on the side of the Evangelical Dissenters were supplied
by |Wilson | with information on all historical questions connected with
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Judges who had to pronounce their decision upon the case. Thia was
especially apparent in the elaborate judgment pronounced by Vice-Chancellor
Shadwell, as well as in the final decision of the House of Lords, in the
settlement of many important questions connected with the suit, especially
those which referred to the several classes of Dissenters whose poor
ministers should have the benefit of the property, and whose representatives
might be appointed trustees.”

CESARE BARONIUS (1538-1607) published his "Annales Ecclesiastici®
in 12 folio volumes, 15868-1607. At his death the work had only reached
the year 1198, and various attempte, all inferior, were made to continue
it. The standard edition, including the warious additions and an index
to the whole, is that of Giovanni Domenico Mansi and D. Georgius (38 vols,
Lucca, 1738-59). Two editions of Baronius' work eame to the Congregational
Library from Davids' collection: a complete edition of the 12 wvols (bound
in 4) published by Antonius Hieratius at Cologne in 1624, and an epitome,
ete., in 3 vols (bound in one), prepared by Henricus Spondanus and
published by Antonius Hieratius at Cologne in 1623. The full edition
was "Harry's gift to his Father, 1881" according to a label pasted inside
the first volume.

Davids' annotations are numbered in the margin from 197 to 637,
these being apparently serial numbers rather than years or the columns of
Baroniue' work. They give references to other ecclesiastical historians,
notably Justus Henningius Boehmer and Caspar Ziegler. Davids' copy of
Boehmer's "Ius Ecclesiasticum” (a mixed set of c. 1738-44) is in the
Congregational Library, as are his copies of Ziegler's "De Diaconis &
Diaconissis Veteris Ecclesiae Liber Commentarius" ("Wittebergae": Job
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Johann Hoffmann, 1686). The list of "Annalists and Chroniclers" at the
end of the volume is alphabetical, and includes many references to
"D8llinger Popes" and "Art. D.E.H.". The former means John J. Ign. von
D#llinger, "Fables respecting the Popes of the Middle Ages: A Contribution
to Ecclesiastical History ... Translated with Introduction and Appendices
by Alfred Plummer" (Londen, Oxford, and Cambridge: Rivingtons, 18T1), of
which Davids' own copy ie in the Congregational Library. "Art. D.E.H."
presumably means articles in some reference work, but which one is
uncertain.

These volumes have been press-marked the wrong way round and in
the old catalogue are misleadingly deseribed. The catalogue makes
I. ¢. 23 Davids' "Commonplace Book, relating to persons and places in
Esgex" and I. e. 24 alone his notes to Newcourt. In fact, I. e. 24 is
the first, and I. c. 23 the second, volume of notes to Newcourt. (As the
second volume of Newcourt deals with Essex, so in a sense I. c. 23 is an
Essex commonplace book, but it is only accidentally that.) Davids' notes
are given serial numbers, [1 - ﬁj, T - 277 in his first volume, and
[ unnumbered ], 278 - 823 in his second, followed by references to the pages
of Newcourt's first and second volumes. Davids' notes up to about no.

GEORGE LYON TURNER, M.A. (1844-1920) MI, was Professor of Philo-
sophy and Church History at Lancashire College, Manchester, 1880-89, and
after a period as pastor of Algermon Road Church, Lewisham, Kent, retired
in 1903 to devote himself to historical research, which bore fruit in his
"Original Records of Early Nonconformity under Persecution and Indulgence"
(3 vols, London and Leipsic: T. Pisher Unwin, 1911, 1911 and 1914). A
copy of this work is in the Congregational Library, together with a care-
fully annotated and much-interleaved copy of Vol, I (Text) and Vol. II
(Classified Summary and Indexes), the latter being divided into two and
called Vol. 2 (Classified Summary) and Vol. 3 (Indexes); but there is no
annotated copy of the original Vol. III (Historical and Expository).

The present MS. contains three groups of sermons: (a) preached between
January and April 1679, including one by - How and one (or more) by - Poole;
(b) preached between October 1681 and January 1682, 1nl:1uding one by - Mayo,
five by Dr Jacombe, one by "Stranger at Dr Hacm‘be H ", and one by "Vinck
at Calamy's"; and (c) preached in Fﬂ'bmarjr and March 1683, including one by
Dr Jacombe and two preached "at Countess's"

THOMAS JACOMBE, M.A., D.D. (1622-57} DNB MI CR, took Presbyterian
orders in 1647, and became Chaplain to the Countess-Dowager of Exeter (widow
of David Cecil, third Earl). He was Rector of St Martin's, Ludgate Hill,
1650-62, After his ejectment he was again protected by the Countess, and
in 1685 was taken into her house in Little Britain, where he at length died.
He had a conventicle in Silver Street by 1672, and is named as its pastor,
1675-87. - HOW is probably John Howe, M.A. (1630-1705) DNB MI CR, who after
a varied career became co-pastor of the Presbyterian congregation in
Haberdashers' Hall, Staining Lane (off Wood Street, Cheapside), 1675-1705.
(His congregation moved in 1694 to a new meeting-house in Silver Street,
likewise off Wood Street.) = POOLE is not certainly identified. - MAYO
is perhaps Richard Mayo (c.1631-1695) DNB MI CR, who ministered at Kingston-
on=Thames from 1658, being licensed there as a Presbyterian in 1672. He is
found preaching at Winford Street, Angel Alley, Spitalfields, 1676. He was
minister (from an unspecified date till his death) of the Presbyterian
congregation at Buckingham House, College Hill, London, which ¢. 1689 moved
to a meeting-house in Salters' Hall Court. = VINCK is not identified; nor
is - STHANGER, if indeed a proper name is intended, "Stranger at Dr J:"
perhaps more likely referring to a visiting preacher than to a Mr Stranger.
The wenue described as "at Calamy's" must be the meeting-house of Edmund
Calamy "the Youngerxr" {1 63471685 DNB MI CR, who in 1672 took out a licence
and ministered to a small congregation at Curriers' Hall, near Cripplegate;

This calculation allows 34 pages for Title, Preface, Contents & Index, &
supposes the suppression of the Conclusion." To which is added a further
explanation (all in ink), likewise entirely crossed out: "This Volume,
including printed & MS. copy, will print about 455 pages the same [as?]

PHILLIPUS LUTO, the scribe, is likewise not identified beyond his
deseription of himself "Philippus Luto Morino-Bolonaeus". The M3. was
written "Lutetime Parisiorum in Sorbonae Plessaeo" by Luto while he was
"in Collegio Becodiano manente". He finished the "Prolegomena in universam
Philosophiam" in October, 1721; the "Proemium De Logica"™ on 9th November;
the first part of "Logica" on 26th November (at about 3.00 p.m.); the
second part on 15th December (at about 9.00); the third part on 10th
January, 1722; and the fourth part on 14th February. The engraved
illustrations which he used to adorn his work are by HIERONIMUS VALLET,
and published "Parisiis Apud Hieronimum Vallet Via Jacobea ad effigiem
Ludoviei 14 Sculptorem Regium" = "A Paris Chez Vallet Graveur du Roy rue
St. jacques au Buste de Loflis XIIII". Hieronimus Vallet is not identified,
but Pierre Vallet (c.1575-post 1655) and Guillaume Val(l)et (1633-1704)
are to be found in Bryan's "Dictionary of Painters and Engravers". Geven
of the engravings have the graffito "LVTO" (altered in all cases but one
to some other word, of doubtful signification; and with "1 722" added on
one occasion only). Another has "COTIN"; another has "BOULOGNE"; and
there are a few other such markings.

Of his correspondents, JOHN GALPIN (1662-1712) MI CR
was the son of that John Galpin (d. 1698) who was ejected from the Curacy
of Ash Priors, Somerset, in 1662, and is found at Totnes from 1689. Our
John Galpin was at Dartmouth 1693-1700 (his father had supplied Dartmouth
in 1691), afterwards succeeding Matthew Mead at Stepney Meeting, Middlesex.
GEORGE TROSSE (1631-1713) MI CR DNB was ordained privately at Exeter,

1666, after the Five Mile Act had left the city's nonconforming con-
gregations without ministers. He continued to minister there till his
death, from ¢c. 1687 as joint-minister at James's Meeting. THOMAS LYE
(dates unknown), the main transcriber of the present MS., was Vicar of
Broadhampaton, Devonshire, and a schoolmaster at Totneas.

PETER EMANS (c.1737-1810) MI was a Congregational minister at Dorking,
Surrey, 1764-67.

JOSEPH HUSSEY (1660-1726) MI was ordained by Presbyters in 1688, but became
Congregational in 1699. His most notable ministry was at Hog Hill,
Cambridge, 1691-1720; he was afterwards at Petticoat lane, London, 1720-26.
Although the MS, presents itself as "Mr Hussey's Sermons", there are two
which are definitely attributed to others, and the final series of sermons
on Zech. 3.9 is also of dubious attribution. Of the dated sermons, 15
(i.e., most of them) date from 1692-97, three of these being preached at
Cambridge and two at Cottenham, Cambs. The sermon preached at Bragge's
Meeting House (presumably Paved Alley, Lime Street) is dated 1716, and the
sermons on Zech. 3.9 1721, There are also two undated sermons preached at
London which perhaps likewise belong to this later period. THOMAS RIDGLEY,
D.D. (1667?-1734) MI DNB, was Assistant Pastor, 1695-1700, and Pastor,
1700-34, of Three Cranes Court, Thames Street, London, as well as being
Divinity Tutor at Tenter Alley, Moorfields, Academy, 1712-34. The cne
germon attributed to him iz dated 1730. For ROBERT BRAGGE see I. a, 13.
The one sermon attributed to him is dated 1724. None of the deceased
persons who form the occasions of the various funeral sermons are certainly
identified.

NICHOLAS SAUNDERSON or SANDERSON (1682-1739) DNB, though blind and too poor
to be admitted a member of Cambridge University or of Christ's College,
formed a class, to which he lectured on Newtonian philosophy, hydrostatics,
mechanics, sounds, astronomy, the tides, and optice (ec. 1707-10). 1In 1711
he was made M.A. by special patent and appointed fourth Lucasian Professor
of the Mathematical Sciences. He published no books during his lifetime,
but some of his lectures are extant in M5. in the University Library at
Cambridge (without date, but containing a letter signed J. Bate, January
3rd, 1725). His "Algebra" was published by his family in 1740; some of his
M3S. were printed as "The Method of Fluxions..." in 1751; and "Select Parts
of [ his] Elements of Algebra for Students at the Universities" appeared in
1761.

GILES WIGGINTON, M.A. (fl. 1564-97) DNB MI, was educated at Trinity College,
Canbridge, where he incurred the enmity of John Vhitgift (15307-1604),
afterwards Archbishop of Canterbury. Wigginton became Vicar of Sedbergh

in 1579, being deprived in 1585 and restored about 1592. 1In 1584, when due
to preach in London, he was imprisoned by Whitgift in the Gatehouse for

9 weeks; in 1586 he was committed to the White Lion prison, being afterwards
transferred to another prison and then released; by early 1587 he was
confined to Lancaster Castle, whence he was eventually released; from the
end of 1588 until at least 1591 he was again in the Gatehouse. JOHN
GREENWOOD, B.A. (d. 1593) DNB MI, suffered several periods of imprisonment
for his denial of the seriptural authority of the English church, ete. In
1586 he was imprisoned in the Clink, Southwark, where HENRY BARROW(E), B.A,
(d. 1593) DNB MI, visited him and was thereupon arrested in his turn, being
imprisoned first in the Catehouse and afterwards in the Fleet. Both men
were released, but 1587 saw them both in the Clink (for 30 weeks) and
afterwards the Fleet. Greenwood was released for part of 1592, but after-
wards re-arrested. In 1593 both men were indicted and eventually hanged.

As is indicated above, the whole contents of this wvolume were printed
"literatim™ in the Transactions of the Congregational Historical Society,
vols II and III, by T.G. Crippen, who was the then editor of the Transactions.

ROBERT BRAGGE (1665-1738) MI, son of Robert Bragge (16267-1704) CR MI,
was co-pastor, 1698-, and pastor, 1714-38, of the Congregational Church in
Paved Alley, Lime Street. He was the author of more than one published
work; and was called "Eternal Bragge" for preaching for four months on
Joseph's coat. MATTHEW CLARKE (1665-1726) DNB MI was the son of Matthew
Clarke (16307-17087) DNB CR MI, and was for two periods assistant to his
father at Market Harborough, Leics, before coming to Miles Lane, London,
where he was first assistant and then (1594-] pastor. Neither Mrs BOND,
nor her correspondents S. BOND (son), I.H. (sister?) and THOMAS WARD, are
certainly identified.

DANIEL BURGESS (1645-1713) DNB MI was the son of Daniel Burgess (1616?-1679)
CR MI, and after various chaplaincies became Minister at Marlborough, Wilts
[where his father had some estate), 1674-85. He then came to London, and
was at White Hart Yard, Bridges Street, Covent Garden, 1685-, removing to
Russell Court, Covent Garden, and to New Court, Carey Street, 1705-13.
ROBERT FLEMING the elder (1630-94) DNB MI was ejected from Cambuslang,
Lanarkshire, 1662; he eventually withdrew to Holland and became Pastor of
the Scots Church, Rotterdam, 1677-94. His son was Robert Fleming the
Younger (1660?-1716) DNB MI. THOMAS DOOLITTLE, M.A. (1632?-1707) DNB CR MI,
was Rector of St Alphage, London Wall, until his ejectment in 1662. He
afterwards established an Academy (mainly Presbyterian) at Moorfields, and
then at St John's Court, Clerkenwell, and preached wvariously. His son
Samuel Doolittle (1662-1717) MI was with his father in Clerkenwell in 1690
and at uncertain dates was assistant at Sunbury, Middlesex; Fetter Lane,
London; Leather Lane, London; Morkwell Street, London; and Broad Street,
Heading, Bucks, where he was Pastor from 1707. - HOOK is perhaps John
Hook(e), B.A. (1634-1710) DNB CR MI, who was Rector of King's Worthy,
Hants, until ejected in 1661, and from 1662 was at the Savoy Chapel, being
admitted a Chaplain there in 1663. (His father, William Hook, M.A. (1600
-78) DNB CR MI, had been Master of the Savoy, 1658-60.) John was at
Basingstoke, Hants, in 1690; and perhaps formed a church there, 1686.
JEREMIAH WHITE, M.A. (1629-1707) DNB CR MI, although an Independent, was
not an ejected minister, since he held no ecclesiastical preferment. In
1669 he was preaching at Elstree, Herts. He was an occasional preacher in
London; and after 1688 preached (without settled charge) at Queen Street,
Lower Rotherhithe, Surrey. In 1690 he was assisting Robert Bragge at
Pewterers' Hall, London. STEPHEN LOBB (16477-1699) DNB MI was licensed
for Kenwyth (Truro) and Mylor, Cornwall, in 1672. He was in London in
1678, and was Pastor of the meeting house near Swallow Street from 1681,
By 1699 he had removed to Fetter Lane. Various relations of his were also
ordained.

Minister of the Scottish Church at Middleburg, Zeeland, 1667-73(?). He

was forced to return to England, but in 1678 became Minister of the English
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book-collector. It seems reasonable to conjecture that Joshua Hill was
the original owner of the MS. and (less certainly) the original author of
the greater oart of it, "Hothersfeild" (i.e., Huddersfield, W. Yorks) not
being impossibly distant from Bramley; and that it was Joshua's son Joseph

"Dr Wild" probably refers to ROBERT WILD or WYLDE, D.D. (1609-79) DNB MI CR,
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until his ejectment in 1662, EIWARD STILLINGFLEET (1635-99) DNB was much
in favour as & preacher and controversialist of moderate views during the
reign of Charles II, was in less prominence during that of James II, and
returned to favour at the Revolution, being elected Bishop of Worcester
in 1689. JOHN PHILIPS (1676-1709) saw two false editions of his "Splendid
Shilling" published (1701 and 1705) before bringing out his own (1705).

As a result of doing so, he was introduced to Robert Harley and Henry
Saint-John, and was employed to write "Blenheim" {1?’05; as a Tory counter-
part to Addison's "Campaign". FRANCIS ROUS (1579-1659) DNB, puritan
layman, matriculated from Broadgates Hall (afterwards Pembroke College),
Oxford, in 1593, and graduated B.A. in 1597. He sat as an M.P. during
Charles I's reign, and in 1644 was appointed Provost of Eton College. By
his will of 1658 he founded three scholarships at Pembroke College. JOHN
HALL, D.D. (1633-1710), became a scholar of Pembroke College, Oxford, in
1650, eventually being chosen Master in 1664, a post he continued to hold
after being elected Bishop of Bristol in 1691. He was almost the last
Bishop of the old puritan school.

GEORGE BULL (1634-1710) DNB, who eventually became Bishop of St David's,
wrote his "Defensio Fidei Nicaenae" in 1680, but it was not published
until Dr Fell had it printed, at his own expense, at Oxford in 1685. It
was famous at home and abroad, and was praised even by Roman Catholic
scholars. MARTIN CHEMNITZ (1522-86) was a Lutheran theologian who lived
and wrote at Brunswick from 1554. JOHANN KRELL or CRELLIUS (1590-1633)
was a Unitarian divine, born in Nuremberg. After embracing Socinianism,
he retired to Cracow, where he held both academic and pastoral posts.
HUGO GROTIUS (1583-1645), against whom Crellius wrote, was a Dutch jurist
and theologian, otherwise Huig wvan Groot.

DANIEL WATERLAND (1683-1740) DNB was admitted to Magdalene College,
Cambridge, in 1699, and in 1713 was appointed Master thereof. As a
controversialist he was a successor to Bishop George Bull. His "Advice
to a Young Student" was published London, 1730; 3rd ed., Cambridge, 1760;
London, 1761. NICHOLAS SAUNDERSON or SANDERSON (1682-1739) DNB was
appointed fourth Lucasian Professor of the Mathematical Sciences at
Cambridge in 1711.

"Clarkii de Dei Attributis Epitome" refers to SAMUEL CLARKE
(1675-1729) DNB, divine, whose Boyle Lectures for 1704 and 1705 (published
in two separate volumes in 1705 and 1706) were afterwards published
together as "A Discourse concerning the Being and Attributes of God, the
Obligations of Natural Religion, and the Truth and Certainty of the

Revealed Religion" (fourth edition by 1716, and tenth edition by 1766).

In 1578
he was ordained by presbyters at Antwerp. In 1581 he was appointed
Afternoon Lecturer at the Temple; but refusing to be re-ordained according
to the rites of the church of England, was refused the succession to the
Mastership of the Temple. He was appointed Provost of Trinity College,
Dublin, in 1595, but in 1598 returned to London, where he lived in obscurity.

JOHN CONDER, D.D. (1714-81) MI DNB, Congregational minister, was a
King's Head student at Clerkenwell and afterwards studied under John Eames
at Moorfields. He was minister at Hog Hill, Cambridge, 1738-54, and Tutor
at the Mile End Academy (removed to Homerton, 1772), 1754-81, eventually
?egnmi?g Head thereof. He was also pastor of the Pavement, Moorfields,

T62-81.

The title page of "Vol II" of the present MS. has at the bottom the
words "Jno Bailey script.", though an attempt has been made to erase the
name; the previous title page has had a similar inscription more completely
erased, as well as the words "Vol I". The present M5. is not in the hand
of Dr Conder, then, but in that of his student JOHN BAILEY (1754-1818), who
after being educated at Homerton, was minister at Clavering, Essex (where
was also an Academy for the training of ministers), and Classical Tutor at
Wymondley Abbey, Herts, 1810-18.

The fly-leaf has the following inscription: "Presented to the Con-
gregational Library by Charles & Amelia Conder Great Grandchildren of
Doctor Conder, 10. March., 1896." (The word "Great" is a later addition.)
John Conder's most celebrated son was his seventh, James (1763-1823) DNB,
the numismatist. An elder son was Thomas (d. 1831), engraver and book-
seller, whose fourth son was Josiah (1789-1855), bookseller, lay preacher
and hymn writer; Josiah's son, and the great-grandson of the original Dr
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His obituary in the CYB for 1893 (p. 214) mentions his "younger brothers
and sister", amongst whom may have been Charles and Amelia. But they may
equally well have belonged to a more obscure branch of the family.

JOHN COCKIN (c.1783+1861) MI was the son of John Cockin (1755-1828),
successively minister of Kipping Thornton, W. Yorks, and Halifax, W. Yorks.
He was educated at the Independent Academy, Idle, under William Vint. He
became minister of Lane Chapel, Halifax, W. Yorks, being ordained in 1808,
and afterwards retired to Halifax. Apart from his “Sketches after Reading",
he published a life of his father and one or two controversial pamphlets.
He took a prominent part in the Manchester Socinian controversy; and, even
more so than his fether, was an ardent Liberal, and 2 zealous advocate of
such questions as Parliamentary Heform, Free Trade, Anti-Slavery, and Civil
and Religious Liberty.

WILLIAM WATERFIELD (1795-1868) MI was ordained as pastor of the Congregational
Church at Wrexham, Denbigh., in 1828, On Dec. 28, 1837, under the auspices
of the Colonial Missionary Society, he embarked for Hobart Town, arriving on
April 25th, 1838. After a few days he proceeded to Melbourne, where he
arrived on May 22nd. He built up a congregation, with which he eventually
resigned his connection in March, 1843. He next worked, in association with
the C.M.5., on the north coast of Tasmania; and in 1848 was invited to Green
Ponds, Tasmania, where he continued to be pastor until a year or two before
his death.

On the first unmumbered folium is the ink inscription, "Diary of the
Rev. William Waterfield, of Wrexham, first Minister of the Collins Street
Independent Church,] Melbourne, Australial.] Presented to the Congregational

WILMER G. MASON (dates unknown), of San Francisco, Califcrnia, was described
in 1965 as "a retired newspaperman who calls himself & 'collector of the
forgotten heroes of liberty', attended the University of Cincinnati and
served for many years on the staff of the "Cincinnati Enquirer' as a
political and legislative correspondent, bureau chief and Kentucky editor.
He is a past president of the Capitol Press Club (Kentucky) ."

At the beginning of the volume is a letter "To whom it may concern”,
signed by the author and dated September 3, 1960: "The subjoined carbon
copy of the original manuscript of HIS ONLY MONUMENT, LIBERTY, is deposited
on indefinite loan to the Librery of the Congregational Historical Society
in order that, pending publication, the materials herein may be available
to researchers. ...

"This copy is a virtually-final revision, but it is suggested that
the catalogues be consulted for publication, as the published version will
no doubt contain small revisions.

"The mamuscript will be actually deposited with the Library by Mr.
J.C. Whitebrock, oldest member of the Society, to whom the author first
sends it in appreciation of Mr. Whitebrook's own invaluable pioneer wark
in ;Ee Edward Bushell field, and of Mr., Whitebrook's generous helpfulness
to him.

"The tracing of the roots of the jury system, and of the idea of the
sacredness of the law, are, of course, of merely literary interest.

By 1965 the MS5. was still unpublished and was then being described
as "Edward Bushell: His Only Monument, Liberty". But two articles on
related topics had been published by Mr Mason in the "American Bar
Association Journal" for February 1964 and June 1965 (Volume 50, lo. 2,
pp. 168 ff., and Volume 51, No. 6, pp. 543 ff.): "The Jury that tried
William Penn" and the "The Four Jurors in Bushell's Case".

WILLIAM PENN (1644-1718) DNB, quaker and founder of Pennsylvania,
was in August 1670 arrested with WILLIAM MEAD (1628-1713) DNB, for
addressing a congregation in the open air. They were tried at the 0ld
Bailey, where they were found not guilty by the jury, despite great
pressure put upon the latter to return a contrary verdict, until at length
both jury and priscners were committed to gaol. EIMARD BUSHELL (16207-
1694) and JOHN HAMMOND (dates unknown) were among the four men who
persuaded their fellow-jurymen to hold out for an acquittal. THOMAS
RUDYAED (dates unknown), a Quaker lawyer who was of importance in later
years as an associate of Penn and in the early history of Mew Jersey,
was arrested and tried in June 1670, but acquitted (his judges including
Lord Chief Justice Vaughan), only to be arrested again and found guilty
by a jury which had the example of the Penn-Mead jury before it. It was
left to Sir JOHN VAUGHAN (1603-T4) DNB, created Chief Justice of the Common
Pleas in 1668, to vindicate Bushell and his fellows by his given opinion,
and so "remove the dark shadow that had been cast across the whole English
institution of the jury", when Bushell was released by habeas corpus in
November 1671, Some years previously, in 1665, ancther Quaker trial had

JOHN HOWE, M.A. (1630-1705) DNB MI CR, in addition to various and numerous
‘appointments, was Domestic Chaplain to Oliver Cromwell and later to Richard
Cromwell., He was an active promotor, on the Presbyterian side, of the
Happy Union of 1690. And he is claimed as the founder of the Congregational
Church, Torrington. His collected worke appeared in 1724, with many sub-
sequent editions., GRIFFITH WILLIAMS, D.D. (15897-1672) DNB, had strong
High Church sympathies, which involved him in continual disputes with, and
persecution by, those of a puritan persuasion. In 1641 he was raised to
the Irish see of Ossory, but in less than a month he was forced to fly to
England, Here he busied himself in writing invectives against the parlia-
ment, which gained him much notoriety and harsh punishment. On March 8th,
1643/4, while he was preaching at the university church before the royalist
parliament (i,e., in the sermon here transcribed), his house at Apethorpe
was plundered by the parliamentary troops, his wife and children driven
forth, and his possessions sequestered. He was forced to live in great
poverty on a small patrimony he possessed in Wales, until at the Restoration
he was able to return to his diocese. The original printed edition of the
sermon here in question is Wing W 2671 (4tc). HENRY JAMES, M.A., D.D.
(d. 1717), was admitted Pensioner at Magdalene College, Cambridge, 1660.
He became a Fellow of Queen's College, Cambridge, 1664; President thereof,
1675; Vice-Chancellor, 1683-4, 1696-9; and Regius Professor of Divinity,
1699-1717; and held various Rectories and Prebendaries. He seems to have
had nc other works published beyond the sermon whose title page is here
partly transcribed. The original printed edition is Wing J 426 or J 426A
(both 4to).

Contrary to the statement of William Jenks (for which see below), the Ellis
Criep who compiled the present MS5. was not the father but the cousin of
Tobias Crisp the Antinomian, and in item 19 actually styles himself "junior"
to dietinguish himself from the Ellis who was Tobias's father. The Rev.
THOMAS CRISP, of Marshfield (d. 1598) (see items Sth te 11th after 213,
probably had at least four sons, of whom only JOHN CRISP, M.A. (Oxon.) (born
c. 1554; will proved 1604), certainly went into the church, becoming Rector
of Lydiard Milicent, Wilts (see 33rd item after 27). His other sons (if
Nicolas and Ellis are indeed his) probably all went into trade, NICOLAS
CRISP being the master to whom Ellis junior was apprenticed (see items 2nd
after 22 (?), 36th after 27), and ELLIS CRISP rising to become Sheriff of
London, with at least three distinguished sons of his own: SAMUEL CRISP
(possibly educated at Cambridge and destined to die young in 1616); Sir
NICHOLAS CRISP, Kt (15997-1666) DNB, merchant and loyal supporter of King
Charles I; and TOBIAS CRISP, D.D, (1600-43) DNB MI, the Antinomian. The
final son of Thomas, WILLIAM CRISPE (see items 318t and 36th after 31 and
last item), had by his wife KATHERINE at least two daughters, REBECKA (item
13) and HESTER (items 13 and 37th after 27), and at least three sons:
NIC(H)OLAS CRISP, who was sometime in India, and who was lost at sea, 1622
(items 11, 12, 37th after 27); WILLIAM CRISP, who seems to have lived in
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fis 1TOer |TeSte 1Tem JI18T AITer £() Or else Llved to see his mother a
widow (teste item 5th after }1; (items 12, 13, 318t and 32nd after 27, 5th
after 37); and ELLIS (or Elles) CRISP, who was apprenticed to his uncle
NICOLAS, and compiled the present volume. We also hear of two cousins of
Ellis junior, THOMAS CRISP (item 4th after 37) and SAMUEL CRISP, the death
of whose wife "MARIE" is mentioned in item 3rd after 27; but how, more
precisely, they were related to him is not kmown. And the same applies to
an uncle of Ellis junior, TOBIE IRELAND (last item). Of the friends and
acquaintances, etc., of the family, "Mrs: R.H." (died 1622 or earlier)
(item 11) and Mrs - HARRINGPON (item 5th after 14) are not identified.
Nor are - PEPWELL and - CHAMBERS (last item), unless the latter should be
Riohard Chambers (15887-1658) DNB, merchant, who was a prominent opponent
of tonnage and poundage and of ship-money; and was later imprisoned for
refusing to recognise the Commonwealth. Of the servant, ROBERT SAUNDERS,
nothing more is known beyond what is revealed at item 36th after 27.

Of writers referred to by the compiler, "Doctor Haule" (items 1st
after 6, 4th after 14, 29th after 27) is evidently JOSEPH HALL (1574-1656)
DNB, Bishop of Norwich, whose "Meditations and Vows" (divided into three
Wgenturies”) originally appeared in 1605-06, and whose collected works
were issued in folio in 1621 (according to the D.N.B.), 1625, and later.
"Mr: Mason" (item 3rd after 6) is of uncertain reference. "Mr Denison”
(item 9) is probably JOEN DENISON, D.D. (d. 1629) DNB, who was chaplain
to James I, who published several sermons. His brother or near kinsman,
Stephen Denison, D.D. (d. 1649), also published sermons, but nearly all of
them too late to be referred to here. "Doctor Playfer" (item 1st after 13)
is probably THOMAS PLAYFERE, D.D. (15612-1609) DNB, who was chaplain to
King James I and, from 1596, Lady Margaret Professor of Divinity at Oxford.
He published various single sermons during his lifetime, and after his
death "The whole sermons gathered into one volume" appeared in London in
1623.

The fly-leaf of the MS. has the ink ingeription "William Jenks.
Anno 1804." And on the verso thereof is the annotation, "The author of
these 'Meditations', Mr Ellis Cris of London, was father of Tobias
Crispe, the celebrated Antinomian | an error: see the blographical notes
above].

And now gathered together into
one Volume" (London: Fulke Clifton, 1637), Part II, pp. 209 - 232, "Pauls
Desire of Dissolution and Deaths Advantage. A Sermon preached at the
Funerall of the right vertuous and religious Gentlewoman Mrs. Rebecka
Crisp, together with the Testimony then given unto her." (For Rebecka
Crisp, cf. item 13.,) This sermon is dedicated by Gataker "To my Loving
Uncle, Mr. Nicolas Crisp, and To my kind Cousins..., his Daughters, with
the rest of that Familie". The other reference is to the biographical
account of Tobias Crisp in Benjamin Brook, "The Lives of the Puritans....
In Three Volumes. Vol. II." (London: James Black, 1813), pp. 471 - 475,
where we are told that "He was descended from a most wealthy family. His
father was Ellis Crisp, a rich merchant, and sometimes alderman and sheriff
of the city of London. Sir Nicholas Crisp was his elder brother."

Although the author of these sermons is not identified, his whereabouts at
different periocds can be accurately known from the tables written at the end
of the MS. From mid-1619 to early 1620 he was preaching on Gen. 2.17 at
various places in Leicestershire, Northamptonshire and Bedfordshire, his home
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borough, leics, sermons 1 and 2; Irthlingborough[¢], Northants, sermons 1 - 3;
Wollaston, Northants, sermons 1 and 2; and St Nicholas Olave[?], London,
gsermons 1 and 2. By mid-1620 he was apparenily based at Stourmouth, Eent,
and preaching at other places in the same county: Stourmouth, Kent, sermons
1 = 11 (i.e., three more than in the present MS.); Preston, Kent, sermons

1, 2 and 4; Wingham, East Kent, sermon 1. 'In 1621 and 1622 he preached his
two sermons on Pa, 68.1 at the same three places, as well as at two of his
Leicestershire haunts: Foxton and Harborough Chapel. (Only a small part of
the first sermon is transcribed in the present MS.) Between 1633 and 1636

he used sermons 2 and 4 for four funeral sermons at Stapla{hurst?], Eent.

In 1650 he preached sermons 1 - 8 (i.e., exactly those in the present MS.)

at Birchington, Kent; and in 1656-57 repeated the same eight sermons in the
same place. Finally in 1662 he preached sermons 1 - 8 at St Alphage, London.
The transcriptions of this course of eight sermons bear two series of dates,
one appearing at the head and foot of each sermon (though the first sermon
lacks the date at the end); and another appearing at intervals throughout
each sermon. What is represented by the two series is not clear. At first
they are virtually concurrent; later, one lags behind the other. Both series
of dates begin before the first course of sermons at Birchington, and end
during the same course, The tables at the end of the MS. assign numbers to
the sermons, each sermon having a number which appears to mean that it is

the nth sermon preached by the author; and some sermons (preached at his
bases of Foxton, Stourmouth, Birchington and St Alphage) having an additional
number which seems either to mean that the sermon is the nth sermon preached

by the author at the place in question (Foxton and Stourmouth?) or else that
it is the nth sermon preached by him during the (old style) calendar year in
question (Birchington and St Alphage?).
